Common Questions 



 

How do I search for and book novel sets?

How do I know which LRC novels are good for my grade? 

Log into your school library and click on Catalog.  Then click on Resource Lists on the left-hand 

side of the screen and ensure the tab in the upper right-hand corner is set to “Public Lists.”  

When you click on this all of the LRC Resource Lists that were created for quick and easy

For teachers interested in doing whole class novel studies, the LRC Resource List entitled, “LRC 

Novels with 20+ copies”, will help you.  If additional copies are needed, they can easily be

How do I know which LRC novels have a professionally narrated audio-book? 

The LRC Resource List, “LRC Novels with Audio Books”, lists them.  Note that you need to search
