
French Art: Illustrated Word Wall (5A, Unit 1)

Each student chooses a letter/word, and illustrates the word with a picture that emphasizes the letter.
Students can choose to be more creative if they want to. See the examples of how the drawing could be
simple, or integrated. The posters could go on the wall to create a Word Wall of basic French words.
There is a video file showing the pronunciation of each word linked on Learn71.
